Project Purpose/Goals 
• Improve mobility 
• Improve safety 
• Provide for pedestrian and bicycle 

accommodations & connections 
• Provide an adequate connection between US 

10 and River Crossing (Role of Minor Arterial) 
• Improve pavement surface & drainage 

 



Known Issues 
• Safety 
• Congestion – today and future 
• Intersection operations – today and future 
• Pavement conditions, pedestrian and bicycle accommodations 
• Roadway and private driveway access – consistency with 

guidelines 
• Topography/steep slopes 
• Limited right of way

Known Issues 

• Safety 
– 3-year data indicates: 

• 18 crashes between 2010 – 2012 
• Most crashes (67%) were property damage only 
• Most crashes (83%) were intersection related 

 



Known Issues 
• Congestion – today and future 

– Current Traffic 2011:  8,200 – 9,400 vehicles per day 
 

– Future Traffic 2035:  14,650 – 20,350 vehicles (APO Forecast) 
 
– Capacity of the current two-lane section is 10,000 with limited access 

 
– Capacity of a three lane is about 15,000 vehicles per day 

 
– Look to achieve a Level of Service (LOS) of C in 20 Years 

 



Known Issues 

• Intersection operations – today and future 
– Vehicles turning left have few gaps to make a turn 
– Four-way stop at 6th Avenue North creates 

backups 
– Crossing CSAH 3 can be challenging 
– Focus Intersection analysis on 3rd Avenue, 6th 

Avenue, Summit Avenue, Stearns Drive 
 



Corridor 3rd Ave N to TH 10 



Known Issues 
• Pavement conditions 

– 5th Avenue, Construction Year 2002 
 
– City Hall, 2011 
 
– 6th Avenue, 1995 
 
– CSAH 3 Summit Avenue to Stearns Drive, 1971 
 
– CSAH 3, 9th Avenue to Summit Avenue, 1981 
 
– Stearns Drive, 1982 
 
 



Known Issues 
• Pedestrian, and bicycle accommodations = None 

 
 



Known Issues 

• Roadway and private driveway access 
• Alley access 
• Numerous turning conflicts exist with high volume 

corridor 
• Review for consistency with Area Transportation Plan 
• Look at ways to reduce number of full access points 



Known Issues 
• Topography/steep slopes 

 



Known Issues 

• Limited right of way 
– Right-of-way width is currently 66 feet to 80 feet 

in limited areas 
– Improvements will most likely require property 

acquisition with relocations. 
 



Environmental Review Process 
• Social 
• Environmental 
• Noise Analysis 
• Wetlands 
• Access 
• Right of Way 
• Possible Environmental Assessment or Project Memorandum 

on Federal Level 
• State Environmental Assessment Worksheet 



Potential Options – Alternatives to be 
Studied 

• No Build – minor changes 
• Four-lane divided 
• Dedicated left-and right-turn lanes 
• Pedestrian multi-use trail and or sidewalk 
• Intersection treatments/ Access 



Right-of-Way Impacts 

• Existing right of way (approximately 66 feet) 
• No Build 
• Four-lane divided (right-of-way width of 110 – 

120 feet) 



Funding 

• Federal funds for right of way ($658,242) 
• Federal funds for construction ($1.6 million) 
• Some local dollars & State Aid
