The Benton County Surveyor’s Office found a 1/2" open iron pipe in the north-south centerline of  County Road 66 and on fences east and west.  The position fits a split of the distance between section corners within a few hundredths and fits the 1936 distance south within a foot and north within 4 feet.  Believing this to be the best available information the 1/2" iron pipe is accepted as marking the obliterated corner position.  GPS Coordinates were obtained and reference ties established.
