1984
Paul Wellen, LS 10461, set a cast iron monument at the centerline of a road north/south and a tree line east.  He filed a Certificate of Location (#173401).

2010
The Benton County Surveyor’s Office found a 1/2" rebar 2 feet west of the north –south centerline of County Road 66, fitting the distances north and south proportionally with the 1936 distances.  The rebar is accepted as marking the obliterated corner position, GPS coordinates were obtained and reference ties were established.
