East Quarter Corner of Section 33, Township 38 North, Range 29 West, Alberta Township, 4th Principal Meridian, Benton County, Minnesota.

1855
Original US General Land Office survey set a wood post at this location and bearing trees were recorded.
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1895
County Surveyor’s Record Book 2, page 236, shows a survey by Felix Parent of Section 34.  He notes the corner being found.

1902
County Surveyor’s Record Map No. 36 shows a survey of Section 33 by John Whilt and County Surveyor’s Record Book 2, page 302.  Survey shows corner marked by a post with a distance of 40.66 chains (2683.56 feet) to the NE corner Sec 33 and a distance of 41.52 chains (2740.32 feet) to the SE corner Sec 33.

1915
County Surveyor’s Record Book 2, page 237, notes that J.P. Soderstrum found a large fence post at the corner location.

1951
County Engineer’s Notebook No. 190 contains survey of SAR No. 3 running from the south to north.  Corner is shown as a fence post with fences running north-south and west.  Stationing gives distance of 2720.0 feet to the NE corner.

1983
David Regan, LS 12236, set a ½” I.P. in the centerline of roads north/south using old survey information for the section.  He filed a Certificate of Location (#167999).  His distance to the SE corner is 2737.20 feet.

2003
Westwood Professional Services, Inc. found a spike in center of north-south road.  1983 ties are gone, but spike fit Regan’s survey information from the SE corner (2737.16 feet) and a capped iron pipe 12236 marking the right of way was found 60.0 feet west.  Measured 2721.44 feet to approximate NE corner.

2008
Westwood Professional Services, Inc. found a 3/8” solid iron rod in center of north-south road.  Measured 2721.44 feet to the NE corner which agrees with 1951 distance and 2737.16 feet to the SE corner which agrees with 1902 County Surveyor’s record and 1983 Regan distance.  Solid iron rod is accepted as marking the obliterated position for this corner.  Coordinates obtained by GPS coincide with 2003 position.
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
