Phil Randall , in the Morrison County Surveyor’s Record Book A, page 171, notes he set a stake for the corner at the lost position, measuring 5338.0 feet between section corners.  Survey was for laying out a township road along the south line of Section 32, 39-29.

2002
No resurvey information was found on this corner in the Benton County records.

2008
Westwood Professional Services, Inc. found a RR Spike in the centerline of 175th St. NE.  Measured 2667.54 feet the NW corner and 2667.74 feet to the NE corner of section 5.  RR Spike fits 1914 lost position for this corner.  RR Spike is accepted as marking the obliterated position for this corner.
