North Quarter Corner of Section 20, Township 38 North, Range 29 West, Alberta Township, 4th Principal Meridian, Benton County, Minnesota.

1855
Original US General Land Office survey established this corner and set a wood post and bearing trees were recorded.
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1931
County Engineer’s Notebook No. 65 contains road survey for SAR No. 12 running west to east.  No corner is shown, but fence lines north and south are noted with stationing giving distances of 2658.1 feet to the NW corner and 2654.4 feet to the NE corner.

1959
County Engineer’s Notebook No. 220 contains a road survey for CSAH 12 running west to east on section line.  No corner is shown, but a fence line south is noted with stationing giving distances of 2659.0 feet to the NW corner and 2655.5 feet to the NE corner.

2001
Westwood Professional Services, Inc. found nothing near the location of the intersection of the centerlines of County Road 12 (running east and west) and weak occupation line consisting of a mostly down fence line running south.  Located occupation fences along the north-south quarter lines of Sections 17 & 20.

2002
Westwood Professional Services, Inc. established the corner at the intersections of the centerline of County Road 12 (running east and west) and fence line from the south projected north.  Set a 1/2” X 12” iron pipe capped #10461 at the corner location.  This established position falls on line between the NE and the NW corners of Section 20 and 1.59 feet east of the lost position.  Accepted established point as marking the obliterated corner.  Paul Wellen, LS 10461, filed Certificate of Location (Doc. No. 285644).
