Original US General Land Office set a wood post at this location and bearing trees were recorded.
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1931
County Engineer’s Notebook No. 65 contains road survey for SAR No. 12 running west to east.  Corner is shown as a hub set in road at fence line north with stationing giving distances of 2644.0 feet to the NW corner and 2583.7 feet to the NE corner with a delta angle of 0-37’ left. Ties:
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1959
County Engineer’s Notebook No. 220 contains a road survey for CSAH 12 running west to east on section line.  Corner is shown marked by a hub set in center of road with fence lines north and south. Ties.
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Stationing gives distances of 2643.9 feet to the NW corner and 2584.3 feet to the NE corner with a deflection angle of 0-37’ left.

2001
Westwood Professional Services, Inc. found a broken off cast iron monument, down 6 inches, at the intersection of the centerlines of County Road 12 (running east and west) and a fence line running north.  No evidence of previously listed ties was found.  Origin of the CIM is not known.  We left the monument as is and established new reference ties.  Measured 2642.49 feet to the NW corner and 2583.50 feet to the NE corner with a delta angle of 0-35’-29” left.  The found cast iron monument is 29.49 feet east and 13.49 feet south of the lost position.  Corner position agrees well with 1931 and 1959 surveys and CIM is considered marking the obliterated position of the corner, based on occupation first located in 1931.
