Original US General Land Office survey set a wood post at this location and bearing trees were recorded.
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1933
County Engineer’s notebook No. 70 contains road survey by H. G. Elletson, along the north line of Section 23.  No mention is made of this corner.

1966
County Engineer’s Notebook No. 252 contains road survey for CSAH No. 12 running west to east.  Corner is shown as spike set in center of road with fence south.  Stationing gives distances of 2610.0 feet to the NW corner and 2611.8 feet to the NE corner with spike being a POT. Ties:
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2001
Westwood Professional Services, Inc. found a PK nail at the intersection of the centerline of County Road 12 and an occupation line to the south.  Dug with a backhoe at the location of the PK down 4.0 feet.  Found no trace of an existing monument.  Distance between the NE and the NW corners of Section 23 is 5222.39 feet.  The PK nail was 0.29 feet south and 0.06 feet east of the lost position.  Set a cast iron monument at the location of the PK and established reference ties.  It is obvious that the PK was set as a lost corner.  The corner location is 2611.13 feet from the Northeast Corner of Section 23.  Paul Wellen, LS 10461, filed a Certificate of Location (Doc. No. 285649).
