William Lunser, LS 9394, found a ½” iron pin down 1 foot in road intersection and set a cast iron monument over the pin.  He filed a Certificate of Location (#201528) and notes a distance of 2614.73 feet to the North ¼ corner Sec 18 and a distance of 2732.01 feet to the East ¼ corner Sec 18.  Ties to PP and Oak fit close to 1963 ties.
