Northeast Corner of Section 20, Township 38 North, Range 29 West, Alberta Township, 4th Principal Meridian, Benton County, Minnesota.

1855
Original US General Land Office survey set this corner marked by a wood post and bearing trees were recorded.
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1915
County Surveyor’s Record Book A, Map No. 14, and Record Book 2, pages 270 and 271, contain a survey by J.P. Soderstrum, County Surveyor, where he surveyed the line between Sections 17 & 16 for town road.  He notes the distance between the NE corner Sec. 17 and the East ¼ corner Sec. 17 as 41.18 chains (2717.88 feet) and the distance between the East ¼ corner Sec. 17 and the SE corner Sec. 17 is 42.90 (2831.40 feet).  He notes corner was located at the intersection of roads and by testimony.  He dug in the area but found nothing.

1931
County Engineer’s Notebook No. 65 contains road survey for SAR No. 12 running west to east.  Corner is shown as a hub set in 4-way road intersection with ties:
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1959
County Engineer’s Notebook No. 220 contains a road survey for CSAH 12 running west to east on section line.  Corner is shown marked by a spike set in center of 4-way road intersection. Ties:

Westwood Professional Services, Inc. found no evidence of previous ties or a monument at the intersection of the centerlines of County Road 12 (running east and west) and 95th Avenue NE (running north and south).  We dug down 6”, but found nothing.  We set a PK at the centerline intersection.  We did find nails at the NE and East ¼ corners of Section 17 and the distance between the NE Sec. 17 and the East ¼ corner Sec. 17 is 2712.92 feet and the distance between the East ¼ corner Section 17 and the PK we set is 2829.00 feet.  These distances check well with the 1915 survey.  Position also checked well with 1931 stationing.  Position accepted as marking obliterated location and we replaced the PK nail with a 1/2” X 12” iron pipe capped #10461 and established reference ties.
