County Engineer’s Notebook No. 66 contains road survey from this corner north.

County Engineer’s Notebook No. 70 contains road survey from this corner east by H. G. Elletson, which notes hub in road intersection with same ties as in 1931.

County Engineer’s Notebook No. 190 contains survey of SAR No. 3 running from the south to north.  Corner is shown as a hub in road with SAR No. 2 running east and west.  Ties:

County Engineer’s Notebook No. 220 contains a road survey for CSAH 12 running west to east on section line.  Corner is shown marked by a nail over hub in center of 4-way road intersection. Ties are the same as in 1951.

County Engineer’s Notebook No. 252 contains survey of CSAH 12 running west to east on section line.  Corner is shown as spike in center of 4-way road intersection.  Ties:

On October 4, 1988, Bruce Skipton, LS 17768, found a spike.  Dug with a backhoe below the spike and found a 1” X 2” hub near where natural ground would be.  A cast iron monument was set over the hub.  1959 ties checked to foundation corners.  A Certificate of Location (#191229) was recorded.

William Lunser, LS 9394, notes on Doc. No. 195963 that the distance to the East ¼ corner of Section 21 is 2668.74 feet.

Westwood Professional Services, Inc. found a rebar flush at the intersection of the centerlines of County Road 3 (running north and south) and County Road 12 (running east and west).  Benton County Highway Department workers stated that Benton County had placed a rebar at the location of the cast iron monument, after it was lost due to construction, using the existing reference ties.  On December 19, 2001 Westwood Professional Services, Inc. removed the rebar and placed a cast iron monument at the location.  Position checked with existing ties and new reference ties were established.  Certificate of Location was filed by Paul Wellen, LS 10461 (Doc. No. 285647).
