East Quarter Corner of Section 11, Township 38 North, Range 31 West, East Langola Township, 4th Principal Meridian, Benton County, Minnesota.

1852
Original US General Land Office survey set a wood post in a mound with pit 8 links east at the corner location.

1873
County Surveyor’s Record Book 2, Page 79 contains a road survey by C. Feller that states road laid out south and east from this corner.

1879
County Surveyor’s Record Book 2, Page 80 contains a road survey by Richard Cronk for a town road laid out from this corner.

1934
County Engineer’s Notebook No. 74 contains survey for Road “O” running from north to west. Notes corner as a spike with roads running east to west.  Stationing gives distances of 5278.3 feet to the East ¼ corner Sec. 12 and 5374.3 feet to the West ¼ corner.  

County Surveyor’s Record Book 2, page 106, Elletson notes a hub at the corner location with the same ties.
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1999
William Lunser, LS 9394, set a cast iron monument at the intersection of the centerlines of roads east/west/south.  He filed a Certificate of Location (#262730) and notes a distance of 5379.32 feet to the West ¼ corner Sec 11 and a distance of 2656.84 feet to the NE corner Sec 14.

2008
Westwood Professional Services, Inc. found a CIM at the intersection of the centerlines of roads east/west/south.  When comparing distances to 1934 County Engineer records, this position fit within 3-5 feet.  The CIM is accepted as marking the obliterated position.
