1852
Original US General Land Office survey set a wood post in a mound with a pit 8 links east at the corner location.

1873
County Surveyor’s Record Book 2, page 79, shows a road survey on section line running north-south by C. Feller.

1999
On March 24, 1999 William Lunser, LS 9394, set a cast iron monument at the centerline of a fence line west and a road centerline north/south.  He filed a Certificate of Location (#262727) and noted a distance of 2656.84 feet to the NE corner Sec 14 and 2674.69 feet to the SE corner Sec 14.

2004
Surveying & Engineering Professionals, Inc. found CIM and used for survey in Section 14.  Measured 2647.50 feet to the SE corner.

2008
Westwood Professional Services found CIM at the intersection of the centerline of north/south road and fence to the west.  The centerline of the township road and fence line are longstanding evidence of the section line location.  CIM fits 1999 Lunser distances to the NE and SE corners of Section 14.  Accepted CIM as marking the obliterated position.
