County Surveyor’s Record Book 2, page 98, HG Elletson, County Engineer, notes an iron at the corner with the following ties:

He gives a distance of 5593.0 feet between section corners, with the ¼ corner being 2632.0 feet west of the NE corner.

1990
David Regan, LS 12236, found a 1 ¼ ” iron bolt in the centerline of a road and on a fence line north.  A Certificate of Location (#201749) was filed.

2003
6/25/03 Surveying & Engineering Professionals, Inc. found a 1 ¼ ” iron bolt.  Measured 2630.78 feet to the NE corner of Section 7 and 2956.73 feet to the NW corner of Section 7.


Distances indicate that the bolt found was probably set by Elletson.

Westwood Professional Services, Inc. found a 1¼” iron bolt at the intersection of the centerline of 165th St. NW and a fence to the north.  Measured 2630.78 feet to the NE corner of Section 7 and 2956.73 feet to the NW corner of Section 7.  This location fits within ~2.5 feet of a proportioned position based on HG Elletson’s 1941 notes.  Accepted bolt as marking the obliterated position.
