1852
Original US General Land Office survey set a wood post in a mound at the corner location.

1916
County Surveyor’s Record Book 2, page 82, and Record Book A, Map No. 28 shows a survey of Section 16 by J.P. Soderstrum.  He found the stone that was set by Felix Parent in survey of Section 9.  He measured 40.47 chains (2671.02 feet) to the NW corner Sec 16 (Stone) and 40.13 chains (2648.58 feet) to the NE corner Sec 16 (Stone).

2006
Westwood Professional Services excavated a 12-foot by 12-foot by 2-foot deep hole.  No additional corner evidence was found.  A stone was found laying in the ditch which may have well been the corner stone.
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
