Westwood Professional Services, Inc. found a ½” iron pipe with broken cap assumed to be set by Regan in 1991.   It appears the monument was set by proportional distance east/west while holding occupation to establish the north/south location.  The fence line that was used by Regan fit ~1 foot south of a straight line from the NE corner to the NW corner of Section 19.  The iron pipe is accepted as marking the obliterated position.  County Coordinates Obtained by GPS verifies the 2004 MN/DOT location.
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
