County Surveyor’s Record Book 2, page 82, and Record Book A, Map No. 28, contains a survey of Section 16 by J.P. Soderstrum, which notes he set corner by testimony where pieces of old stake had been found, which is 18” east of east edge of a wagon track.  Testimony of resident that road to the west was OK at time of previous survey. Ties:

County Engineer’s Notebook No. 54 contains road survey for CAR A (21) run north from SAR No. 12.  Ties to hub at corner:
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1971
William Lunser, LS 9394, found a 1/2” iron pipe at the centerline of roads south/west.  He filed a Certificate of Location (#133441).  Distances given: 2674.79 feet to the North ¼ corner of Section 20 and 2664.63 feet to the East ¼ corner of Section 20.

1983
William Lunser set a cast iron monument at the location of the 1/2” iron pipe in the centerline of roads south/west.  He filed a Certificate of Location (#173415).

CIM is accepted as marking the obliterated corner location.  County coordinates obtained by GPS verify 2004 MN/DOT coordinates.  
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
