County Engineer’s Notebook No. 21 shows iron monument at corner with town road north-south.  County Surveyor’s Record Book 2, page 152, shows an iron at the corner with the following reference tie.

Ronald Engelmeyer, LS 13334, found a 1/2” iron pipe and filed a Certificate of Location (#151569).

2001
Westwood Professional Services, Inc. found a nail in a 1/2” iron pipe at the intersection of the centerlines of County Road 2 (running east and west) and County Road 78 (running north and south).  We found nothing below the pipe.  Pipe checked reasonably well with some of the ties listed above that are still in place.

2002
Westwood Professional Services, Inc. located monuments along County Road 2, prior to road construction, using GPS.  Westwood Professional Services, Inc. set an iron capped #12684 at the location of the 1/2” pipe after road construction and filed Certificate of Location (Doc. No. 293720).
