David Regan, LS 12236, found a ½ “ iron pipe lying over in swampy area on centerline of old township roadbed north-south and fence lines east-west.  He straightened iron and filed a Certificate of Location (Doc. No. 1231250).  (Tie to Ash SW is 22.38’, which could be Wellen’s tie).

2002
No resurvey information was found on this corner in the Benton County records.


2008
The County Surveyor’s Office searched and found a ½” iron pipe as the same was reported by Regan in 1994. Distance to the NE Cor. measured 2646.73 ft., which agrees with Wellen’s measurements in 1980. Ties were updated.
