County Engineer’s notebook No. 2, page 35, contains a road survey by Cleveland that shows road laid out south and west of this corner.  He measured south 5286 feet to the North ¼ corner of Section 35 and 2632 feet west to the NE corner of Section 27.

1988
Bruce Skipton, LS 17768, dug corner area with a backhoe and found a flat top stone down 3 feet at the centerline of a road north/south/west.  He set a cast iron monument and filed a Certificate of Location (#191332).

2004
Westwood Professional Services, Inc. found the CIM.  Measured 5287.62 feet to the North ¼ corner of Section 35 and 2632.80 feet to the NE corner of Section 27, which checked well with Cleveland’s distances in 1912.  CIM accepted as marking obliterated position.
