Paul Wellen, LS 10461, found a ¾“ iron pipe in centerline of roads north-south and east-west .  He replaced the pipe with a cast iron monument and filed a Certificate of Location (Doc. No. 184287).  His notes give measurements of 2624.11 feet to the East ¼ corner and 2668.00 feet to the North ¼ corner of Section 17.

2008
The County Surveyor’s Office searched and found a PK Nail over Wellen’s 1987 cast iron monument position, at the intersection of County Road 61 and 95th Ave. NE. Distances to the N ¼ Cor. of Sec. 17 and the E ¼ Cor. of Sec. 17 yield 2668.01 ft. and 2624.27 ft., respectively. The Surveyor accepts the position as marking the best evidence and ties were updated.
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
