1916
County Surveyor’s Record Book 1, pages 67 to 69, and Record Book A, Map No. 29, contains a survey of Section 31 by J. P. Soderstrum.  He states he found an iron in the center of east-west road marking the corner.  His notes show he measured 40.25 chains to the NE corner and 40.26 chains to the SE corner of Section 31.  However, the map gives 39.85 chains to the NE corner and 39.85 chains to the SE corner of Section 31.
