County Surveyor’s Record Book 1, pages 53-54, and Record Book A, Map No. 19, notes a survey of Section 23 by JP Soderstrum.  He notes he there was no sign of any corner.  Henry Hanson claims to have the corner stake set from an old poplar BT to the NE and later had fence to south built from the same.  Later the road was surveyed through on a random line and the road was built on the random line and not according to the stake.  He found no sign of either old stake or BT and set corner in line with fence and tree line south and on true line between section corners.  Survey notes distances of 39.54 chains (2609.64 feet) to the NE corner and 39.74 chains (2622.84 feet) to the NW corner of Sec. 22.

2006
Westwood Professional Services, Inc. set a ½” iron pipe capped 19552 at centerline County Road 49.  Position falls on a fence line to the south and on line between the northeast and northwest corners of Section 23.  Position fits proportionately with Soderstrum’s 1914 distances.
