County Surveyor’s Record Book 1, page 63 and Record Book A, Map No. 49 show a survey of Section 28 by M. B. Lang.  The survey gives a distance of 5272 feet between section corners with the ¼ corner being established by lost method with a 3” W. Oak Stake set and ties:
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1970’s
Roll E-4, of the MN/DOT Highway plans for TH 95, show the corner is marked by an I. Pin and is 1.10 feet (?) south of the centerline tangent with the following reference ties:
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The County Surveyor’s Office searched and found a pin at 1.1 feet south of centerline of State Highway 95. Distances to the NW and NE corners of Section 28 give 2636.88 ft. and 2635.07 ft., respectively. Position falls 0.94 ft. southeasterly from a lost position, as referenced in the 1929 survey and agrees with the position shown on MNDOT highway plans (Roll E-4). The Surveyor accepts the position as the best evidence and set ties.
