The Benton County Surveyor’s Office found the cast iron monument at the four-way intersection of roads.  The monument measures 2682.40 feet north to the east quarter of Section 12 and 2712.93 feet south to the east quarter of Section 13, with a substantial deflection angle of 51 minutes.  The CIM is accepted as marking the obliterated corner position.  The 2003 coordinates were verified.
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
