County Engineer’s Notebook No. 267 contains survey of CSAH 22 running west to east on section line.  Corner is shown as a spike set in center of road in line with fence south.  Ties:
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Stationing gives distances of 2661.3 feet to the NW corner and 2477.7 feet to the NE corner with deflection angle of 1-28’ left.

1995
David Regan, LS 12236, notes an iron pipe set on fence line south and centerline of road.

1992
Paul Wellen, LS 10461, measured the north line of Section 10:

N ¼ to NE corner = 2477.78 feet
