Original US General Land Office survey set a wood post at this location and bearing trees were recorded.
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1973
William Lunser, LS 9394, set a ½ “ iron pipe at the intersection of fences north, east, and west and filed Certificate of Location (Doc. No. 137343).  

2004
Found a ½ “ iron pipe in wet area from two of Lunser’s ties and obtained coordinates by GPS.  Measured 2499.32 to the NW corner and 2632.44 feet to the NE corner.

Westwood Professional Services, Inc. found the ½” iron pipe we located in 2004 with no change in location.  Pipe is 0.27 feet south  and 66.56 feet west of the lost position but fits longstanding occupation.  Fence line location on the 1/16th corner to the east measures less than a foot of the split position between the ½” pipe and NE corner of the section.  ½” iron pipe is accepted as marking the obliterated position for this corner.  Coordinates obtained by GPS coincide with 2004 position.
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
