1921
Mille Lacs County:  R. S. Chapman did a survey of Section 30, Township 38, Range 27 of Mille Lacs County.  He notes a cut granite rock at this corner.

1961
County Surveyor’s Record Book 2, page 358, shows a granite monument at the corner with ties:
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1994
John Oliver, LS 8194, Mille Lacs County Surveyor, dug with a backhoe and found said cut granite rock.

1996
John Oliver set a 1” X 14” iron pipe over the granite monument and filed a Certificate of Location (#244642).
