Stationing gives distances of 2690.1 feet to the SE corner and 2677.8 feet to the NE corner with a delta angle of 0-09’ right.  Notation in 1975 shows placed iron.

1999
William Lunser, LS No. 9394, found a 1/2” iron pin at the centerline of a north/south road and occupation east/west.  He filed a Certificate of Location (#283107).  He notes a distance of 2675.00 feet to the NE Cor Sec 23 and a distance of 2691.18 feet to the SE Cor Sec 23.
2009
The Benton County Surveyor’s Office found a cast iron monument down 0.3 feet below the road surface of County Road 25.  The monument measures within 0.2 feet to the north and 0.6 feet to the south of the 1999 distances.  The measurements north and south a half mile fit the 1941 distances within 0.2 feet north and 2.6 feet south.  The iron pin is accepted as marking the historically accepted corner position.
