No record evidence of this corner has been found in the Benton County records.

2010
The Benton County Surveyor’s Office found a ½” iron pipe capped RLS 23044 at the lost position falling on the extension of a fence west and 78 feet east of a fence north, measuring 2676.77 feet to the section corners north and south.  The fence north looks to be a fence of convenience, not a line fence.  With no other evidence to consider the found iron is accepted as marking the corner position.  GPS coordinates were obtained.
