 Westwood Professional Services, Inc. found a cast iron monument on a tree/field line west, 10 feet west of a ditch and on the southeast side of an old power pole. Distance to the northeast corner measures 2662.50 feet and to the southeast corner measures 2673.60 feet.  The CIM is accepted as marking the obliterated position, GPS coordinates were  obtained and reference ties established.
