Paul Wellen, LS 10461, set a cast iron monument at the intersection of the centerline of 95th Street (east/west) and fence lines north and south.  He filed a Certificate of Location (#201458).

The Benton County Surveyor’s Office analyzed the corner position.  The corner appears to be lost in 1899 with substantial measurement differences for the overall mile between the 78.72 chains (5195.5 feet) in 1899 and 5267.7 feet today.  The corner does fit the lost position within 5 feet which with the substantial measurement differences in the overall mile seems reasonable.  Since the cast iron monument fits the current occupation lines and fits the lost position within reason, it is accepted as marking the corner position.
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
