No resurvey information was found on this corner in the Benton County records.

2009
The Benton County Surveyor’s Office found a 1/2" open iron pipe on the northwest side of a steel post on the west side of a north-south drive.  The iron pipe falls 18.7 feet south and 4.4 feet west of the lost position on a fence line to the east and south.  The iron pipe is accepted as the best available evidence of the corner location.
