No other resurvey information was found on this corner in the Benton County records.
2008
The Benton County Surveyor’s Office found a 1/2” open iron pipe in the east-west centerline of 75TH Street Northeast and on a field line to the north. The distance to the northwest corner is 2622.87 feet and the distance to the northeast corner is 2621.34 feet.  The overall mile measures about 12 feet long of Mr. Parent’s distance from 1890, though fitting a split of the distance within less than a foot.  The iron pipe is accepted as marking the obliterated corner position.
