No resurvey information was found on this corner in the Benton County records.

2009
Westwood Professional Services, Inc. found a 1/2-inch open iron pipe at the fence at the intersection of fences east-west and south.  Distances north and south fit well with GLO distance and the distances west and east each measure about 26 feet longer than the GLO distances.  Believing the pipe and fences to be the best available evidence, the pipe was left in place, located by GPS and tied out with reference points as shown.
