Road Survey Report by John E. Whilt, County Surveyor, shows survey running west to east on section lines.
1994
Dave Regan, LS 12236, set a 1/2” I.M. at the intersection of a field line east, fence line remains north and the centerline of roads south and west.  He filed Certificate of Location (Doc. No. 231244).

2001
Westwood Professional Services, Inc. found an iron pipe capped #12236 at the centerline of roads south and west and a tree line east and 1 foot south of a T-post.  The iron pipe was removed and a cast iron monument was set in its place.

2008
Westwood Professional Services, Inc. found a cast iron monument (CIM) at the centerline of roads south and west and a tree line east and 1 foot south of a T-post.  Distances north (2696.57) and south (2662.62) measure long of GLO measurement, which is not uncommon to Benton County.  Believing the CIM to be the best available evidence, it was accepted as marking the obliterated position and reference ties were recorded as shown.
