Westwood Professional Services Inc. excavated a 10-foot by 10-foot by 4-foot deep hole with a Benton County backhoe.  No additional evidence of the corner was found.  A ½” iron pipe capped 19552 was set at the centerline of roads south/east/west in place of the found CIM.
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
