The Benton County Surveyor’s Office found the Cast Iron Monument in the east-west centerline of County Road 43 on the extension of the centerline of 75th Avenue to the north.  The southwest tie to the northeast corner of the house foundation fit the 1959 distance within 0.7 feet.  The CIM measures 2676.77 feet to the east quarter of Section 24 (lost position) and 2655.53 to the east quarter corner of Section 13 (found 1/2" solid iron bar).  Since the CIM falls in the centerline intersection as called for in 1939, fits the tie to the northeast corner of the house in 1959, is in place of a found 3/4" iron pipe and indexing measurements to the GLO Survey in Benton County is  not reliable, the CIM is accepted as marking the obliterated corner position.
