The County Surveyor’s Office searched and found a ½” capped iron pipe (#23044) approximately 0.1’ below the surface of the centerline of a north-south bituminous road (County Road No. 7) and on line with an east fence line.  The position gives distances of 2615.21 feet to the NE corner and 2610.70 feet to the SE corner of Section 21, which agrees with prorated 1925 distances.  Surveyor accepts the position as the best evidence and updated ties.
