Original US General Land Office survey set a wood post at this location and bearing trees were recorded.
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1902
County Surveyor’s Record Book A, Map No. 38, shows a survey of Section 27 by John Whilt.  Corner is shown marked by a post with a distance of 39.38 chains to the NE corner and 39.60 chains to the SE corner.

2008
The County Surveyor’s Office searched and found a ½” capped iron pipe (#19552) approximately 0.1’ below the surface of the centerline of north-south bituminous road (County Road No. 7).  Measured distances from this position to the NE corner and SE corner are 2609.60 feet and 2624.18 feet respectively, which are in reasonable agreement with the prorated 1902 distances of 2599.08 feet (39.38 ch.) and 2613.60 feet (39.6 ch.), respectively. The surveyor accepts the position and set ties to same.
