Benton County Surveyor’s Office found a ½ inch iron pipe capped 12236.  The pipe fits the prorated distance from the County Surveyor’s Record Book 2 to the northeast corner within +/-0.3 feet and the prorated distance to the northwest corner within +/-0.6 feet.  The found iron was accepted as marking the obliterated corner position..
