Westwood Professional Services, Inc., found a ½” iron pin at the location reported in 2003.  The ½” iron pin is 1.4 feet south and 2.1 feet east of the lost position between the NE and SE corners of Section 33.  The origin of the ½” iron pin is not known, but was apparently set between 1992 and 2003.  The railroad spike found in 1992 was probably set by the Highway Department for road improvement purposes without regard to the quarter corner and the iron pin was set in place of the railroad spike.  Since the found ½” iron pin falls within 3 feet of the lost position, it is accepted as the best available evidence of the corner location.
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
