(County notes by Lunser show he found a PP with tie NW and an arc was swung from this, but nothing was found?)

Found PK Nail that fits Lunser’s ties.  However, we measured 2658.32 feet to a PK Nail at the NW corner and 2650.95 feet to a ¾ “ iron pipe at the NE corner, which does not fit the split as set by Lunser.
