County Surveyor Record Book, pages 30 and 32, contains a survey in Section 25 by J. A. Stanton.  Survey shows corner indicated by line fences that residents said marked the corner for over 15 years.  He notes this point is 125 feet east of a straight line between section corners.

County Surveyor’s Record Book 1, page 285, notes refer to a wood hub at the corner location.

Roll D-7, of the MnDOT Road Alignment Plans, show an iron pin at the corner and a distance of 453.2 feet to centerline.

Roll E-3, of the MnDOT Road Alignment Plans, note the assumed corner, a hub, is 1223.8 feet from a fence line.

1983
William Lunser, LS 9394, notes a cast iron monument at the corner location.  He filed a Certificate of Location (#173419).

The County Surveyor’s Office searched and found a cast iron monument in a grass area 55.31 feet east of the northeast corner of a building foundation.  The position gives distances to the NE Cor. and SE Cor. of 2627.68 feet and 2651.66 feet.  The CIM is 11.99 feet north and 99.31 feet east of the lost position.  The position is accepted based on long standing occupation and 1913 testimony.  Ties were updated.   Coordinates obtained by GPS agree with those reported in 2002.
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
