MN/DOT R/W map calls for a granite monument at the corner location as does Roll 0-9.  Pre 1940 MN/DOT notes by C. H. West for TH 95 show small + on stone monument with distances of 2650.7 feet to the SE corner and 2654.7 feet to the NE corner.

1981
William Lunser, LS 9394, found a 1/2” iron pipe set by himself in March of 1976, using info taken from various surveys by others.  (The prior monument was destroyed by sewer construction.)  A Certificate of Location (#158861) was filed, showing the following distances: 2647.97 feet to the NE Cor. of Sec 36 (cast iron monument) and 2652.96 feet to the SE Cor of Sec. 36 (Sherburne cast iron monument).
