Westwood Professional Services, Inc. found a ½” iron pipe at the intersection of fences east/west/south.  Measured 2721.08 feet to the NE corner and 2642.48 feet to the SE corner of Section 33 and measured 5245.11 feet to the E1/4 of Section 34.  These measurements agree with 1990 Lunser and 2005 WSN distances.  ½” iron pipe is accepted as marking the obliterated position for this corner.  Coordinates obtained by GPS coincide with 2005 WSN position.
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
