1984
Dave Regan, LS 12236, set a ½” pipe in the centerline of roads east/west and a field division line north/south.  He filed a Certificate of Location (#173412) and notes a distance of 2661.07 feet to the NE corner Sec 15.


2004
Found ½ “ iron pipe in east-west road.  Measured 2661.07 feet to the NE corner and 2651.20 feet to the NW corner.  Pipe is 0.3 feet south of a straight line between section corners.

2008
The County Surveyor’s Office searched and found a ½” iron pipe on the centerline of bituminous road (County Road No. 50).  Position agrees with 1962 tie to power pole, and 1933 distance to NE corner (2661.1 ft. vs. 2662.6 ft.).  Surveyor accepts the position as marking the obliterated corner.  Ties were updated.
