No resurvey information was found on this corner in the Benton County records.

2008
The County Surveyor’s Office searched and found the cast iron monument as set by Lunser in 1990. Position falls at the intersection of old fencelines running notth-south and east. Distances to the NW Cor. and NE Cor. measure 2631.74 ft. and 2629.06 ft., respectively. The Surveyor accepts the corner as marking the obliterated position and updated ties.
