County Surveyor’s Record Book 1, page 101, notes a hub and an iron monument with the following reference ties:

Benton County Highway records note a large nail was set on the centerlines of County Road 62 and County Road 50.

1992
Paul Wellen, LS 10461, found a nail and replaced it with a cast iron monument and filed a Certificate of Location (#216289).

2008
The County Surveyor’s Office searched and found a cast iron monument at the intersection of the centerline of north-south 105th Ave. N.E. (County Road No. 62) and east School House Road (County Road No. 50) and is on line with a fence line to the west.  Position agrees with 1962 ties to power pole and sign.  The Surveyor accepts the CIM position and ties were updated.
