Paul Wellen, LS 10461, found a 3/4” pipe at the intersection of County Road 1 (running north and south) and County Road 57 (from the west).  He set a cast iron monument over it and filed a Certificate of Location (#202365).

2004
Westwood Professional Services, Inc. found a CIM and measured 2655.30 feet to the NE corner and 2659.51 feet to the NE corner.

Westwood Professional Services, Inc. found a CIM at the corner location.  Only one tie from Wellen Certificate of location remains, and CIM fits this tie.  Measured 2659.51 feet to the SE corner and 2655.30 feet to the NE corner which is consistently long (4.71 feet long to SE and 4.61 feet long to NE).  CIM is accepted as marking the obliterated position for this corner.  County Coordinates obtained by GPS coincide with 2004 position.
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
